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The State of Kuwait is one of the Middle East countries and one of the
countries of the Gulf Cooperation Council, and due to its strategic
location overlooking the waters of the Arabian Gulf, it is of great
importance for maritime trade, as it is the link between the countries of
the Arabian Peninsula and Mesopotamia, with India, and despite its small
geographical area, It has great economic power as a result of the presence
of oil fields in it.
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The Arab State of Kuwait is located in the northwestern part of the
Arabian Gulf, connected with the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia with its land
borders from the south, and with the Iragi Republic from the north and
west, while overlooking the waters of the Arabian Gulf from the east,
which is considered one of the smallest countries in the world in area. It
Is about 17 thousand and 818 square kilometers, where most of its land
areas cover the flat sandy Arabian desert. Nine islands belonging to the
State of Kuwait, none of which were inhabited by Kuwaitis except for
Failaka Island before the Iraqi invasion of it. The capital, Kuwait, is also
located on Kuwait Bay, which is an important natural port for maritime
trade.
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In addition to the maritime trade in which Kuwaitis have worked since
the founding of Kuwait City in 1913, they were engaged in pearl diving,
which was the first pillar in the country’s economy and securing their
livelihood, until the discovery of oil fields and the export of the first
shipment of them in 1946 AD, after the war The second world, to make
Kuwait one of the most important oil producing and exporting countries,
and occupies the fifth place in oil reserves around the world.
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The Kuwait Towers are considered one of the most important and
prominent modern civilizational landmarks in the history of the State of
Kuwait, which is located in the city of Kuwait on the coast of the Arabian
Gulf, specifically in an area known as Ras Agoza, where it was officially
opened on the first of March of 1979 AD, during the reign of Sheikh
Jaber Al-Ahmad Al-Sabah - may God have mercy on him - and the aim
of constructing these three towers was the country’s need for huge water
tanks instead of those old iron tanks to support water and electricity, and
based on the extent of thought, creativity and beauty in design, it was able
to obtain the Aga Khan Award for Islamic Architecture in 1980 AD, and
it is worth noting that the Kuwait Towers consist of three towers, each of
them has its own shape from the outside. It reaches 147 meters, while the
third is kohl-shaped, with a length of 113 meters. These towers have
become a destination for tourists from inside and outside the State of
Kuwait throughout the year.
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Kuwaitis lived in the past on the lands of the state working by diving in
the sea to extract pearls, which was considered the mainstay in the
country’s economy, and some of them worked in maritime trade between
the countries of the Arabian Peninsula and India, especially after the
founding of Kuwait City by the Al-Sabah family who ruled the country
Since 1756, headed by Sheikh Sabah the First, after they sought
permission from Bani Khalid, the rulers of Al-Ahsa at that time, to make
that city an important commercial center and port in maritime trade. In
1946, the first shipment of oil was exported from the territory of Kuwait
to become one of the most important oil producing and exporting
countries around the world.
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
