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Kuwait is one of the countries of the Middle East located in the southwest
of the continent of Asia, specifically in the northwest corner of the
Arabian Gulf.

As a result of Kuwait’s location near the waters of
the Gulf, its climate is humid, especially in the summer, and the State of
Kuwait is considered one of the countries It is sovereign and independent,
and its capital is the State of Kuwait, and its system of government is a
constitutional monarchy, inherited by the sons of the Al-Sabah family
since they took power in 1756 under the leadership of Sheikh Sabah the
First, who followed the same approach and rules that worked to
modernize and develop Kuwait and put it at the forefront of the advanced
and prosperous world.
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The rulers of the State of Kuwait did not hesitate to make Kuwait a
sovereign and independent state from the Ottoman Empire, until the era
of Sheikh Mubarak Al-Sabah, who signed the Protection Agreement by

the British Empire in 1899 AD, through which the Kuwaitis worked to
establish the foundations of the modern state, and also ensured stability
for them. the foreign policy until the protection treaty was abolished in

1961 and the independence of the State of Kuwait was declared on

November 11, 1962 AD.
