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Since the beginning of the Covid- 19 pandemic, Kuwait College of Science and Technology announced through its social
media channels that the university's facilities and its fabrication laboratories are dedicated at the disposal of the Kuwait

Ministry of Health to help in fighting Covid-19 crisis.

KCST reached out to the National Campaigns to take advantage of the university’s facilities, and got in touch with (Shield Kuwait)
a national campaign that have experts and engineers volunteered for Manufacturing of Protective Medical Masks and PPEs, in
order to start a joint initiative, where KCST provides financial support needed to buy manufacturing materials, 3D printing
machines, all fabrication laboratories on campus, and a dedicated group of student volunteers, who we are very proud of. They spent
numerous hours, working relentlessly to manufacture face shields and protective gears, in order to supply the front line workers’ needs. With
KCST’s financial and logistic support, Shield Kuwait offered the designs, engineered by their members, with our brave students, the distribution

went smoothly.

Kuwait College of Science and Technology students participated in the manufacture of 10,000 protective masks and other protective tools. These
protective masks were distributed to many hospitals and health quarries, including:

e Jaber Al-Ahmad Hospital e The Amiri Hospital e Kuwait International Airport, Terminal 4
e Mubarak Hospital e The palm hotel quarantine facility e Military Hospital
e Al-Adan Specialized Health Center (responsible for Al-Mahboula apartments, Abu Halifa, Fahaheel and Ahmadi Governorate)

And many other hospitals and quarantine facilities.
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The university has also been vigilant and keen to implement all safety and security measures for student volunteers,
providing sanitizers and protective masks as well as special gloves for manufacturing, and applying the best examples of
social distancing so that this work would not result in any harm or damage to anyone involved. The stages of production were
divided as follows:

e Designing e Printing e (Cleaning e Quality Checking e Packaging and Delivering

Lastly, the production process kept evolving until a sterilization mechanism was developed in order for face shields to reach the front rows
without the need for health workers to do it themselves upon receiving them. Furthermore, what distinguishes the face shields that were
manufactured at Kuwait College of Science and Technology is their multi-usage, meaning that they can be used more than once. Thus, were
able to provide each hospital with a manual of the sterilization method, so they would sterilize the shields after each use and get the
maximum amount of usage.

This work attracted the attention of Sheikha Amthal Al-Ahmad Al-Sabah, head of the Voluntary Work Center in Kuwait, the sister of the
previous Amir, Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad Al-Sabah (past Kuwait Prince). In a generous gesture, the Sheikha visited the university’s campus and
praised the efforts of the student volunteers, KCST’s management and the National Shield campaign in protecting the front lines, which acted
as an incentive and motivation for all volunteers and workers.
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This initiative resulted in the university's cooperation with a number of volunteers at the Voluntary Work Center in Kuwait
led by Sheikha Amthal Al-Sabah, which helped the production capacity to increase further with their contributions in the
distribution of face shields to hospitals and health centers more broadly.

Kuwait College of Science and Technology has always encouraged its students to explore their talents and potential, giving them the
platform to do so, and this particular group of students have exceeded all expectations and dedicated themselves to serving this country and using
their skills towards the battle against this crisis.
