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Over the past years, the Kuwait National Museum has written the history of the
country and the previous life of the people of the Arab Gulf region through its
exhibits of industries, activities and crafts that were approved in the past, completing
its narration about the customs, traditions and heritage of the people of Kuwait over
six decades. The Kuwait Museum, which was inaugurated by Sheikh Abdullah Al-
Jaber Al-Sabah The year 1957 AD is a simplified model that tells the simple life of a
Kuwaiti and his folklore, which is still present in Kuwait until now.
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Kuwaitis have excelled in creating ideas and plans that preserve the history and
heritage of the homeland, Kuwait, the most prominent and best of which was the
Kuwait National Museum, which was modernized on the twenty-fourth of February of
the year 1983 AD, and its main objective was to display and preserve the Kuwaiti
heritage of professions, clothing and customs.

When was the Kuwait National Museum opened?

The new Kuwait National Museum was officially inaugurated on February 24, 1983
AD, in its new headquarters on the Arabian Gulf Street in the capital, Kuwait, in the
presence of His Highness the Emir of the country Sheikh Sabah Al-Ahmad Al-Jaber
Al-Sabah and the Ruler of Sharjah, His Highness Sheikh Sultan Al-Qasimi, and it
consists of three buildings, the first of which was allocated For displaying ancient
antiquities, and the second for preserving and maintaining them, while the third
building was allocated for astronomical shows.

What is the importance of the Kuwait National Museum?

The importance of the Kuwait National Museum lies in its being a cultural institution
that reflects the history and civilization of Kuwait in terms of the customs, traditions
and heritage of the people of Kuwait in terms of clothing and professions in a
distinguished civilized style, and with accurate details that give a beautiful picture of
the civilization and originality of Kuwait, in addition to introducing children to the
history of the ancestors and the simple life that Kuwaitis used to live in the past.
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What the State of Kuwait has achieved through this great cultural edifice is clear
evidence of those great efforts and constructive ideals presented by the ancestors for
the sake of Kuwait’s sustainability, as well as putting it on the path of development
and success, to be always at the forefront of developed countries.
