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Al-Badr House is one of the old Kuwaiti houses that was built between
1837 — 1847.
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The area of Beit Al Badr is approximately 3020 square meters.
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The Badr House is located in Qibla, in an area overlooking the sea coast.
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The house was built of mud and rocks.
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The house consists of five courtyards: the Diwaniyah courtyard, the harem
courtyard, the kitchen courtyard, the sheep courtyard, and the storage yard
It also contains ventilation towers.
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The walls of the house are painted with white plaster.
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Al-Badr House is owned by the heirs of Abdul Aziz and Abdul Mohsen
Yousef Al-Badr, who are major merchants in Kuwait.
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Beit Al-Badr has been affiliated with the Department of Antiquities and
Museums since 1968.
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Al-Badr House was used in 1976 as the headquarters of the Kuwait
National Museum, and today it is used as the headquarters of the
Department of Folk Musical Heritage.
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
